
Letter from Fr. Eugene Lee                             March 31 during Lent 2020 

 
Together in Christ 

Wow, we are in some seriously crazy times!  This historic world-wide paralysis that we are all 
experiencing has brought anxiety and stress upon many.  However, having our normal freedoms and 
daily treasures taken away from us helps us to appreciate them so much more.  Many are trying to 
bring light into this darkness and that is good. However, I ask, how are we, as Christians, to process 
this trial?  For us, this experience must ultimately culminate in worship and in the glorification of our 
God. 

During the tenth plague in Exodus, the Israelites were all quarantined in their own homes as families.
